MATTERS ARISING:  
1) Land Registry voluntary registration - Cllr. P. Garrett informed Members that KCC are still waiting for a response from DEFRA on how to proceed with registering the two triangles of land at East Street Green.  The Clerk to liase with KCC to get a response.
2) MR168/MR171 - Cllr. P. Garrett explained that the Clerk in consultation with other Members would be completing the initial application forms and maps for a Public Diversion Order for approval at the next meeting.
3) Community Projects  - Cllr. Robinson explained that the Village Hall Committee were gathering quotes for improvements they would like to make to include a new patio area, new french doors and a new shed for storage.  Proposals on how to increase the amount of parking are also being prepared. 
4) Trees in the Village Competition 2011
Cllr. P. Garrett advised Members that the Clerk had spoken to the secretary of the Kent Men of Trees and is now waiting for confirmation of the date when the Judge will visit the village but has been advised that the visit may not take place until September 2011.  It was noted that the Clerk has not yet had any feedback from the Tree Warden at Russett Homes who had agreed to inspect the cherry trees in The Chestnuts which possibly need the suckers removing from the bases.

b) Kent Police – PC Mark Eastgate informed Members that there had been two crimes in the area in the last month. There were no members of the public present however Cllr. Garrett had been advised by a parishioner that one of the railway sleepers on the MR170 at East Street is rottern and needs replacing.

PLANNING:
a) Applications: 
1] TM/11/01024 – Wychwood, Sandy Lane, Addington , ME19 5BX
Extension to existing rear dormer to create additional rooms in roof.
No objections.

b) Decisions:
There were no decisions.
c) Other Matters:
1) TM/10/00938/FL – Big Motoring World, London Road, Addington  - Members were informed that both the planning applications for the new building at the rear and the additional lighting still remain invalid.   The application for the drainage previously considered by Members is still pending a decision as further consultation with the Environmental Agency is required.  The Clerk will continue to monitor this situation.  
2) Land adjoining Park View, London Road


Members were informed that Planning Enforcement had advised the Clerk that the owner’s agent is experiencing delays in obtaining the evidence required for the Lawful Development Certificate application but that it is hoped this information will be provided shortly so that the application can be validated.

3)  The Caravan, East Street, Addington – it was noted that the appeal for application TM/10/00961/OA for 3 x 3 bedroom detached houses and associated detached garages had been dismissed.  Members requested that the Clerk contacts Planning Enforcement again to check that the site is still being monitored.
4) A20 London Road , Boot Fairs –The Clerk advised Members that a TENS licence would be required for the wrestling match advertised to be held in July 2011 at a boot fair.  The Clerk advised Members that the organisers have not yet informed T&MBC about this possible wrestling match but that they were now aware of the situation.
5] Addington Park Lodge, boundary wall  -  Planning Enforcement had advised  that they had completed their investigations and that they had not identified a breach of planning control.
6] La Mansarde, East Street – Planning Enforcement have advised that following an investigation a breach of planning control had been identified.   The owner has been invited to make a retrospective planning application on a without prejudice basis.

HIGHWAYS:

It was noted that enquiry 10205573, repairs required to Milestone is still awaiting a budget allocation.

The badly damaged road sign at the top of A20/Trottiscliffe Road has been removed.  The Clerk to check when a replacement will be installed.

Unofficial layby outside BMW – KHS should be reinstating the area this summer.

Sandy Lane – emergency repairs to an existing water supply within the carriageway started on the 4 July 2011.  This section of the road could be closed for up to 10 days.  In her absence the Clerk advised Members that Cllr. Castle had suggested that the Clerk writes to KHS to complain about the length of time it has taken for this problem to be diagnosed which was first reported at the beginning of March 2011.  Agreed.

Footpath from the Links to the A20 – the Clerk advised Members that KHS had advised that a request to clear the vegetation from the footpath had been passed to contractors and that the owners of the properties bordering the path would be receiving letters requesting that they trim back the overhanging vegetation.

Aldon Lane – the temporary road closure from the 4 July 2011 for 1 week to repair an electrical fault were noted.

Trottiscliffe Road – it was noted that South Eastern Power Networks have commenced the work to install underground cabling around the edge of the Village Green.

Salt bin – the Clerk will check on the status of a request to place a salt bin by The Seekers Trust, Park Road, which was due to be considered in August.

Robinson explained that although it is not a grant aid programme some funding will be available.  Cllr. Robinson also explained that if successful such funding could be used to finance either an upgrade of the football pitch or for a new roof for the pavilion.
